	Minutes


	The minutes of November 15th were adopted with the following amendment: “Motion: To approve the Finance Committee’s recommended revision to the Procurement Policy that changed the authority of the Executive Director to approve contracts for goods or services under $25,000.”


	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame reported that she has been appointed to the Mayor’s Long Term Care Coordinating Council. She will also be attending a Washington, D.C. conference on consumer-directed services in January 2005 and will miss the next Governing Body meeting.
Ms. Calame distributed a handout on the work results from CAPA’s annual meeting in October 2004. She mentioned some strategies for moving the organization forward and three different legislative possibilities for the future involving health benefits, fingerprinting for home-care workers and an IHSS Caregiver Week in November 2005. She also discussed CAPA’s statewide consumer board and advisory committee conference in Sacramento. The first day consumers will be offered opportunities to learn about both state and local leadership and discuss the relationship of a consumer group to CAPA. The next day they will visit state legislators at the Capitol. She stressed the need for broad consumer input into conference planning and asked our Board for volunteers. Vincent Behan and Peggy Coster were possible participants.
Jim Illig suggested having an informal luncheon with the other Bay Area CAPA chapters (Marin, Alameda, Santa Clara and San Mateo), possibly in February, to discuss how their boards work, what issues they’re addressing, what’s different about them, etc. His idea met with unanimous approval.


	Operations & Coordination Committee


	Regarding SEIU Local 250’s challenge to our Governing Body appointment process, Ms. Calame reported on her meeting with Supervisor Sophie Maxwell (chair of the Rules Committee), Maxwell aide Greg Asay and Deputy City Attorney Ted Lakey. Lakey indicated support for the supervisor’s request that the Rules Committee review all Board appointments in 2004. The matter will probably not be resolved until next year when there will be a new BOS president and the composition of the various committees may change as well. Ms. Calame has sought a written legal opinion from our attorneys.


	Program Committee
	Luis Calderon and Ms. Calame recently met with Supervisor Aaron Peskin. It appears that, as concerns our Joint Advocacy priorities, the supervisor is not going to be introducing legislation about including IP workers in the City’s Public Employee Retirement system. Ms. Calame will check with Leon Chow on this matter.



	Off-Site

Meeting Report
	There was a general discussion of the November 15th Special Off-Site Governing Body Meeting. Ray del Portillo commented that it was had been valuable to compare Vance Yoshida’s PowerPoint presentation with the Project Open Hand (POH) Governance Policies that Mr. Illig had handed out as a possible model. Mr. Illig asked Board members how they should proceed with developing their own policies. The Governance Model is one in which Board meetings would focus on board education and developing policy positions.
After more discussion, members agreed to review and mark up the POH Governance Policies handout. They will turn in their comments, changes, additions, etc. to Executive Assistant Patrick Hoctel at the January 11th GB meeting. He will, in turn, edit these comments into one copy for the following meeting in February.
