	Director’s Report
	New Governing Body member Elva Moran Hernandez introduced herself and talked about her many years of experience as a home health care worker. Donna Calame noted Ms. Hernandez’s help in our outreach to the Latino community several years ago. The board welcomed Ms. Hernandez as its new Worker Representative.
Ms. Calame informed members of the death of longtime Governing Body member Vincent Behan on May 19th. Mr. Behan served both as Treasurer and Vice President during his nine-year tenure on the board. 
She noted that two new Support Services Counselors, Vladimir Etalis and Shelia Auzenne, had been hired to help with the increased Registry workload.

Ms. Calame also highlighted a few items from her Director's Report for May-June, especially her May 23rd one-on-one meeting with the Governor’s Deputy Cabinet Secretary, Robert Gore. She described the meeting as “cordial and instructive” and felt that some progress had been made in not only bringing IHSS to the attention of the state and but also fostering an understanding of its importance. She urged Mr. Gore to encourage the Governor to get “ahead of the curve” on issues (e.g., asset levels) pertaining to IHSS, especially because of the number of people in the state directly affected by IHSS.
Following up on a request from the Governing Body, Ms. Calame wrote letters to Senators Dianne Feinstein and Barbara Boxer and House Speaker Nancy Pelosi urging their support of The Community Choice Act Bill. This bill would amend Title XIX of the Social Security Act to provide individuals with disabilities equal access to community-based long term (LTC) services and supports—and give them some choice about how they live when they need assistance to remain independent. Senator Boxer’s office responded by letter, stating that she is a supporter of the bill and is signing on to it.
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
