	The meeting was called to order at 1:10 PM.

	Issues & Reports
	Donna Calame reported that Operations Manager Paulette Miller is retiring at the end of the month. She said that the search had begun for a Deputy Director, who would cover operations tasks plus other tasks such as office administration and employee relations (including Registry staff). Because they have served us so well in the past, we are again enlisting the Unsworth Employment Agency to help us identify candidates.

Ms. Calame also reported that lately there had been several incidents involving fourth floor clients in the building lobby and on the front elevator—some that involved IHSS staff. She has contacted the landlord, who has been in touch with Joanne Wile, director of the UCSF mental health program on the fourth floor. Ms. Wile and the program’s security officer will meet with IHSS staff later in the month to try to address this problem.

In CAPA news, Karen Stevenson is shaping up that group’s education campaign to inform people about IHSS and the Governor’s proposed budget cuts. On a related note, Ms. Calame announced that NPR’s Spencer Michels’s interview with IHSS Residual Program provider Kathryn Simpson recently aired as part of a piece on the potential impact of the Governor’s budget recommendations. 

Ms. Calame informed members of several upcoming events related to the proposed cuts: an April 22nd rally in Sacramento preceding State Senate hearings on IHSS funding; an April 27th Coalition of Californians for Olmstead (COCO) spokesperson training in Oakland; an April 28th rally in Sacramento preceding State Assembly budget hearings on IHSS; the May 12th 34th Annual Senior Rally in Sacramento; and the May 20th Capitol Action Day in Sacramento for California’s disability communities.

Patrick Hoctel said that the Vision and Voice Newsletter was on schedule and would go out to consumers, workers and others at the end of the month. He said that the Progress Report at Eight Years was nearing completion.

Peggy Coster distributed a draft of the Ad Hoc Board Development Committee’s revisions and additions to the IHSS Public Authority Board Manual. Ms. Calame requested  time to read through the proposed revisions, which was approved.

Jim Illig has been nominated as the new DPH representative to the Board. The Nominating Committee will interview Mr. Illig on Tuesday, May 11th, at noon, preceding the Governing Body meeting.



	New Business
	Sharon Brunn reported on the recent Consumer Advisory Conference in Sacramento. She noted that the sessions dealt with such subjects as organizing tactics, planning strategies and prioritizing problems. These subjects were often addressed in small group situations, and the solutions then shared with the larger group. She remarked that the conference felt like five days packed into 36 hours.
