	The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m.

	
	Agenda & Minutes
	The agenda was accepted as presented. The January 8th minutes were adopted.

	
	Director’s Report


	Donna Calame welcomed Luis Calderon to the Governing Body. Mr. Calderon is a Younger Consumer Representative and worked at the Authority for many years before recently becoming the new Director of Targeted Case Management (TCM) at the Department of Public Health. Tatiana A. Kostanian, who was ill and couldn't attend the meeting, is the new Mayor's Disability Council (MDC) Representative on the GB.

Ms. Calame congratulated SEIU-UHW Representative Rosie Byers on her 30th anniversary as a home care provider and on the article that was written about her in the SEIU magazine. Ms. Calame also directed GB members' attention to the new board manuals that had been distributed by Patrick Hoctel. Mr. Hoctel briefly reviewed the contents of the manual. Jim Illig recommended that members add the agenda and minutes in the last section for new materials and bring their binders to every meeting, especially since the Governance Policies were included and would therefore be available for easy reference.

Ms. Calame highlighted some of the meetings/activities she had participated in January and February, and told the board about an upcoming meeting she and GB President Alice Wong were having with House Speaker Nancy Pelosi's District Director Dan Bernal. Board members had a few suggestions for possible discussion items. Ms. Calame also distributed flyers for a March 29th SEIU 1021 Panel and Video Presentation, an April 1st CICA Regional Training in San Jose and the Direct Care Alliance's Respect for Homecare Workers Campaign. She urged board members to support/attend the organizations/events.

In terms of the state budget, Ms. Calame reported that the mid-year cuts for IHSS appear to have been "staved off," although the Governor is proposing an 18% cut across the board for "domestic and related" services (cooking, cleaning, etc.). This boils down to an average 6-hours-a-month cut, but personal care services (toileting, transferring, etc.) would remain untouched. She noted that for some consumers, domestic services are just as important as personal assistance for staying in the community. She also said that although most state Democrats are sympathetic to IHSS, the news from Sacramento was that the next 2 to 3 years 
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
