	The minutes of March 13th were adopted.

	
	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame welcomed Sharon Brunn back from hospitalizations and noted that former board member Vincent Behan, who was to have attended the meeting to receive a Certificate of Appreciation, was in the hospital again. José Quintana was present to receive a Certificate for his tenure on the board.  Members thanked him for his service.

Ms. Calame also highlighted a few items from her Director's Report for March-April. She noted staff changes:  2 new Support Service Counselors had been hired and Sophie Milton (On-Call and admin support) would soon be leaving the Authority to attend graduate school.

After some discussion, it was decided that the Authority would send letters to Senators Feinstein and Boxer and Congresswoman Pelosi, urging their support for the federal Community Choices Act. This bill will provide individuals with disabilities and older Americans with equal access to community-based services and supports.
In response to a question from Jim Illig, Ms. Calame reported that the state Legislature, including some Republicans, was “pushing back” on the Governor’s proposal to freeze the state contribution to IHSS worker wages. We won’t know if the Governor plans to proceed with this proposal until his May revise comes out.

Rachel Cukierman distributed and reviewed the Authority’s Statement of Financial Health. She gave a brief overview of the Authority’s current financial situation, which is very sound. We enjoy a steady cash flow and substantial interest income from our MMA and LAIF accounts. In addition, we recently signed a six-year contract with DAAS (FY 2006-2012) approved by the Board of Supervisors that allows for projected increases for each year.
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
