	Call to Order & Roll Call
	The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m., followed by the roll call.

	
	Agenda & Minutes
	The agenda was accepted as presented, and the September 9th minutes were adopted.

	
	Director’s Report


	Donna Calame welcomed Shasta County Public Authority IHSS Advisory Committee member Amber Yearton. Ms. Yearton is studying other Public Authorities around the state, and after introductions, Ms. Calame gave her a brief history of our agency.
Ms. Calame updated the board on our partnership with the Institute for Civic & Community Engagement (ICCE). ICCE is helping us follow through on emergency and disaster planning and looking at whether IHSS eligibility levels for consumers can be changed.

The institute has also recently started the “4700 Project,” with students entering the narrative responses from our budget cuts mailer and questionnaire earlier this year. Now that the Governor is trying to push through all the cuts he proposed in the spring, the 4700 Project is examining how to best use these consumer stories to reach the public and educate them on the importance of IHSS and the services it provides. Alice Wong stressed that one of the board’s main goals should be to mount an effective response to the state and that part of the December 17th Off-Month Meeting would be devoted to thinking through how these narratives could be used to shape a future event.
Ms. Calame also updated the board on developments in the ongoing conflict between the national union and local SEIU-UHW, including national President Andy Stern’s various attempts/proposals to shift UHW to another local.

After further discussion of union matters, Mr. Illig emphasized the importance of “nailing down” with HSA Director of Planning & Budget Phil Arnold if the City will actually fill the gap in worker wages if state cuts are approved. Ms. Calame said that her understanding was the City has made a commitment to maintain the wage and mentioned the Mayor’s commitment to home-and-community-based services (HCBS). 
However, she noted that if things got desperate, those commitments might be overlooked and that was why it was so crucial to educate the public on the work of IHSS. She also brought up the fact that there will soon be four new supervisors on the BOS and they needed to be brought up to speed on IHSS and the Public Authority as soon as possible.
