	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame highlighted a few items from her Director's Report for January-February. Along with the board, Ms. Calame celebrated Tricia Webb’s victory in getting an automatic door installed in her building after a long struggle. Ms. Calame updated the board on the July 19th got RIGHTS? symposium, noting that the Save-the-Date Card would be going out soon. Ms. Webb, Mike Boyd and Alice Wong expressed interest in attending the next planning meeting for the event. Former DOR head Catherine Campisi has agreed to be our keynote speaker.
Rachel Cukierman reviewed a handout on Bank on San Francisco, a program that helps our IP’s open a bank account even if they have had banking problems in the past or never had an account before. Once they have an account, their checks, as well as their 2006 tax refund, can be deposited directly.

Ms. Calame informed the board that the Mayor’s Office has asked her to write a policy paper for Mayor Newsom’s re-election campaign site, Act Locally SF.org. They suggested a couple of topics, including IHSS and Long Term Care Coordination. Jim Illig said that it was critical for us to start linking with more things like this to help foster a vibrant community outlet for discussion between now and the election. This type of forum can get a dialogue going about how IHSS is a much better use of taxpayers’ money than an institution like Laguna Honda and get people brainstorming around policy issues. Anita Aaron suggested a paper on the importance of the IP mode and consumer-directed care. Mr. Illig thought that this was a good example of an opportunity “to engage us as a board to come up with ideas to further our mission.”
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
