	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame highlighted a few items from her Director's Report for December. Ms. Calame updated the board on the health status of board members Vincent Behan, Sharon Brunn and Anita Aaron and former board member Mike Smith. She informed the GB that Program Manager Maria Olivares had been injured in a fall and was recuperating at home.

Ms. Calame also noted that Steve Kawa and Noelle Simmons were leaving the Mayor's Office and Phil Ginsberg and Nani Coloretti would be replacing them. Jim Illig suggested setting up a meeting with the two in combination with the GB commissioners' lunch. Ms. Calame said that she would contact Mr. Ginsberg and Ms. Coloretti and try to arrange a meeting.

Ms. Calame discussed her decision to step down as president of CAPA. In addition, she distributed a "CAPA Survey on Allowable Use of Advisory Committee Funds.” She asked GB members to review the survey and get back to her with any comments by January 12th. She also announced that our WWW keynote speaker, Richard Devylder, was applying to be head of the California Department of Rehabilitation. Mr. Devylder had asked us to write a letter of support for him, and the board unanimously approved this idea.

Mr. Illig commented that with the recent passing of Joe Lacey, there was now a vacancy on the DAAS Aging & Adult Services Commission. He hoped a younger disabled person would apply to be on the DAAS Commission to provide more representation for younger people with disabilities at City Hall. Alice Wong expressed some interest in applying for this position.

Board candidate Mike Boyd spoke to the GB about his experience as a disability advocate and health care provider. He worked for many years with Ed Roberts, considered the founder of the independent living movement. The GB unanimously approved supporting his appointment.
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
