	Call to Order


	The meeting was called to order at 1:10 PM.

	Agenda

	The minutes of February 3, 2004 were adopted upon Mr. Parker’s arrival when a quorum was reached.



	Issues & Reports
	In the absence of a quorum, Donna Calame began by giving updates on CAPA and our response to the Governor’s proposed cuts to IHSS. She reported on the four 30-second PSAs sponsored by the Council on Aging that describe four different people threatened by the cuts. She showed the four accompanying posters in various sizes that help make up this campaign. She said that CAPA had hired a PR person, Karen Stevenson of CORE Communications, to develop and broadcast its message, including a press kit on IHSS and Public Authorities that would be distributed to media and other groups statewide. Ms. Calame spoke of the importance of not only long-term but also short-term results in fighting the cuts. One method to accomplish this would be to organize our own media events to garner coverage of our issues. CAPA will be hiring a coordinator to work with the organization on producing at least two or three such events around the state by the end of June.

After Mr. Parker’s arrival, the committee took up the issue of our response to Local 250’s notice of new bargaining with the City. Ms. Calame explained that she had received a message from Mary Ruth Gross one day before the Union sat in on negotiations with the City that concerned homecare and homecare workers. Although Ms. Calame thanked her for her message, she reminded Ms. Gross that last year the Union had agreed to provide us with advance notice of any negotiations involving our workforce, so we could fully participate in discussions affecting our workers. Ms. Calame asked the committee to recommend to the Board that it take up this matter at its next meeting when it could review a letter to the Union that she was intending to draft. The item met with unanimous approval.

Patrick Hoctel reported that the Vision and Voice newsletter would be coming out in April as scheduled. He noted that the Progress Report at Eight Years was near completion and needed some information from the final audit before the last corrections could be made.

The Board Development Committee has sent out a draft on board development and recruitment policies and procedures to all Governing Body members for their input. The committee’s intention is to finalize the draft at their March 12th meeting and then send it to the Board for their consideration and approval.

The following slate of Board officers was recommended to the Governing Body for approval: Peggy Coster (President), Raymond del Portillo (Vice President), Vincent Behan (Treasurer) and Sharon Brunn (Secretary). Jose Quintana was recommended for approval to the Governing Body to fill the worker representative/provider position. The Public Authority will send a letter to Susan Mizner of the Mayor Disability’s Council, seeking a replacement for Mr. Behan, who has moved into a senior consumer slot.

A motion to amend the wording of our “chemical-based products/allergies” policy was tabled following a discussion on the subject. It was agreed that the matter could be taken up at a later meeting.
