	Call to Order


	The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m.

	Agenda


	An amended agenda was adopted with the addition of a Director’s Report.

	Minutes


	The minutes of December 14th and January 11th were adopted.

	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame, who was in Washington, D.C., for the National Convening on Consumer Direction last month, caught the Board up on several items. Board member Ethel Richardson had recently been hospitalized. She also reported the sad news of the death of Placement Coordinator Esther Libenstein’s husband after a long illness. 
The hiring process for a multilingual (Spanish-speaking) administrative assistant is moving forward, with a half-dozen possible candidates having been identified.  Ms. Calame noted that Joan Boomer was leaving DHS for a position with the state committee working on IHSS quality assurance issues. Ms. Calame updated members on the Union’s challenge to our GB appointment process. She continues to be optimistic that clarification of language in the ordinance can be resolved. 
Ms. Calame distributed for comment a draft resolution by the Long Term Care Coordinating Council calling for a commitment by the City to supportive housing and the assisted living component of the rebuild of Laguna Honda Hospital. There were some suggestions from members on possible rewording of the resolution. 
Ms. Calame also reported that CAPA would be holding a stakeholders’ meeting to develop an education campaign to respond to the Governor’s proposed budget cuts to IHSS. Ms. Calame will miss the March GB meeting, as she will be in Michigan consulting on the creation of a statewide public authority there.

	Operations & Coordination Committee


	Patrick Hoctel gave a brief rundown on the new Board manual, discussing each section. He said that the manual was a combination of previous Board manuals and specific items requested by Board members. He described the manual as a “work in progress,” with updates as well as new sections being added periodically. Jim Illig said that the two-page Overview was especially useful and a good reference for the Board. He suggested a section for Minutes.
As regards board member feedback on the governance policy, Mr. Illig suggested that the Board read and mark up what was distributed and come back with comments to the next meeting, when they could then walk through the document. He stated that it was important to examine what was here concerning Board and committee responsibilities vis-à-vis what was in the manual. Members agreed to this approach.


	Finance Committee

	Vida Jalali reviewed the draft audit, including changes that had been made as a result of her presentation to the Finance Committee. She methodically went through each section in the Table of Contents, taking questions and comments as she went along. She noted that her report disclosed “no instances of noncompliance” (p. 15) and expressed “an unqualified opinion” (p. 19).
GB members noted categorization of expenses between 2003 and 2004 on the Statement of Functional Expenses (p. 12). After discussion, it was decided that changes in some of those categories would make the report more clear.  Members decided to table the Finance Committee’s recommendation to accept the audit pending a possible re-categorization on that page.  Ms. Jalali can be available by phone next month, as she will be recuperating from surgery, when the GB votes on approval of the final audit.
To accept the Management Letter of Comments as recommended by the Finance Committee.

In the meantime, the existing contract will be mailed to GB members to review. Board members were reminded that this is a confidential document. At the April 12th GB meeting, the Board will go into Closed Session to vote on the contract’s renewal.
