	Call to Order


	The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m.

	Issues & Reports
	Donna Calame noted that there was usually a lull this time of year as far as state/local developments and legislation. She did report that the BOS had returned $750,000 in funding to DAAS and that the director’s position had been reinstated. Also, the Governor vetoed Senator Chesbro’s SB 1365 (Olmstead Implementation). He did, however, sign an executive order creating a body to implement Olmstead (but not what was written in the Chesbro bill).
The Governor’s California Performance Review (CPR) panel has proposed, as part of a massive reorganization of state government plan, establishing a statewide agency for Public Authorities. The CPR plan, which was only four months in the making and includes very little public input, runs 2,500-3,000 pages. The main thrust of the plan is toward privatization. The Governor has not indicated whether he approves the plan or not.

Lee Kemper and Brenda Primo quickly put together a very cogent response, a white paper, to the LTC section of the plan that deals with disabilities, rehabilitation, etc. CAPA, after calling together various stakeholders, held a meeting in Sacramento September 30th that critiqued the CPR plan for its lack of depth and supported the white paper, instead. The current thought is that although the CPR plan is too massive to make it through intact, some parts of it may survive, given the effort that’s been put into it. The final document will not immediately be made public.
Patrick Hoctel reported that the October 2004 Vision and Voice newsletter would be going out to 27,000 workers and consumers in mid-October. This edition features a cover story on the first-ever IHSS Worker Appreciation Celebration, held September 13th at the Women’s Building.
The option of having a smaller (perhaps one-page) monthly newsletter was raised. The cost, content, audience, etc. of/for such a newsletter were discussed. Nick Wukich asked RTZ’s Joanne Holland if the bi-annual survey could query consumers on such items as how many of them read the newsletter, how many of them would like to receive it, and how many of them could read English. Ms. Calame commented that this idea required further development, research and refinement before any proposal could be put forth.
Ms. Calame updated the committee on the status of SEIU Local 250’s challenge to our Governing Body appointment process. She distributed a letter from Local 250 lawyers to Supervisor Maxwell (chair of the BOS Rules Committee) and a copy of an e-mail from Deputy City Attorney Ted Lakey to Maxwell aide Greg Asay on the subject. The e-mail stated, among other items, that “successor appointments [to our Board] which have occurred to date were made with apparent authority and need not be voided.” Ms. Calame has spoken with Supervisor Maxwell (and Mr. Asay) as well as several other supervisors about this matter. We have been assured that we will be included in any meetings between the City Attorney’s office, Mr. Asay and Rules Committee members.
As regards Governing Body appointments, Mr. Hoctel reported that the Nominating Committee would be interviewing MDC appointee Ruth Nunez October 12th. There has been no movement on a DHS appointment, as that commission slot is still vacant. Mr. Calderon will be interviewing a possible candidate for the only open younger consumer position on our Board.
