	The meeting was called to order at 1 p.m.

	
	Agenda & Minutes
	The agenda was accepted as presented. The May 13th minutes were adopted.

	
	Director’s Report


	Donna Calame reported that over 4,700 consumers had responded to the Authority’s questionnaire on the potential impact of the Governor’s proposed cuts to IHSS and other services. Over a quarter of the respondents indicated that we could use their story in the media, and Ms. Calame detailed the media and legislative outreach done so far. The board brainstormed other possible ways to best make use of these responses and get broader coverage and more attention, and a couple of members offered to send a media packet prepared by Patrick Hoctel to their contacts.
Ms. Calame also reported that she was expecting to hear back that week from the City Attorney’s Office on changes she had proposed to the ordinance that created the Public Authority in 1995. Most of the changes are technical amendments.  The substantive change is a suggested stipend (“nominal compensation”) for board members’ attendance at board meetings. BOS President Aaron Peskin had agreed to introduce the legislation once the changes had been reviewed and approved by the City Attorney.
Other items that Ms. Calame touched on were a letter of support for Mercy Housing’s application for funding for a 90-unit, low-income senior community in San Francisco (unanimous board approval), our encouragement of the Human Services Network’s efforts to raise its visibility, Ms. Calame’s presentation on IHSS at CANHR’s Elder Law Conference in Monterey (with thanks to Luis Calderon for helping her prepare for the event), the upcoming (July 18th) ADA Anniversary Celebration at City Hall with Mary Lou Breslin, and finalizing our FY ’08-’09 budget with Phil Arnold and his staff.
In addition, Ms. Calame discussed her meetings with SF Health Plan CEO John Grgurina and General Counsel Rich Rubenstein. The Dept. of Public Health has budgeted an increase in the monthly premium for HealthyWorkers, without consultation with the Public Authority. We do not necessarily oppose such an increase, if it can be justified, but we have communicated to Dr. Katz that we have the legal authority to approve such an increase in the premium, which also affects our claim rate, and must be included in such decisions.  He understands our position and a discussion of how to proceed at this point is scheduled among the pertinent parties.
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
