	Call to Order


	The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m.

	Agenda


	An amended agenda was adopted, tabling “Review Governance Policy Comments”.

	Minutes


	The minutes of February 8th were adopted.

	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame reported that Patrick Hoctel’s mother passed away March 2nd. He will be out of the office until March 21. She also reported that five candidates were interviewed for the AAII-Bilingual Required position. A decision will be made soon.

Ms. Calame requested that the Board consider supporting SB 526 (Alquist), the Nursing Home Residents’ Rights Protection Act of 2005. 
Ms. Calame recapped the situation that occurred a few months back when a UC Berkeley database containing information about IHSS consumers was breached.  So far there have been no reports of actual identity theft. As a result of this breach, state legislation has been proposed that would make it difficult to do research on IHSS.  While members want confidential information protected, none expressed specific concerns about the breach and would regret restrictions on helpful research.
Ms. Calame reported that CAPA is currently collaborating with others on an Educational Budget Campaign. She distributed “talking points” the Campaign had developed to Board members, so they can respond to questions that may come up regarding proposed State budget cuts to IHSS.

Ms. Calame distributed a calendar of IHSS Budget Activities. She reminded the Board of the third annual IHSS Consumer Board and Advisory Committee spring conference (June 13-14 in Sacramento). Also, Disability Capitol Action Day is set in Sacramento on May 24th. The event includes an opening forum, followed by a march to the Capitol, a rally on the Capitol steps and subsequent visits with legislators.
Ms. Calame reviewed revised Ordinance No. 185-95, Sec. 70.2 Membership of Governing Body that the Rules Committee will propose to the Board of Supervisors next week. Basically, the Authority GB will expand from 11 to 13 members.  Agreement was reached on keeping all current members on the Board and creating two new positions: a Union representative slot and a consumer slot recommended by the Authority. All future appointments will now be approved by the BOS.  In addition, the age for older consumer representatives was lowered to 55 years. 
Ms. Calame indicated that if the BOS approves the proposed changes, they will go into effect in April, 30 days after approval. Mr. Illig suggested that the Board follow the spirit of the amended Ordinance by seeking BOS approval for the two new proposed Board candidates.  

	Operations & Coordination Committee


	Mr. Illig requested that the scheduled discussion regarding the Review of Governance Policy Comments be tabled until the next GB meeting, as members were not ready. Mr. Hoctel will send Ruth Nunez’s comments on the policy as part of the next GB packet. The full Board agreed to review this document and come to the April GB meeting prepared to discuss it.

	Vida Jalali forwarded a revised Statement of Functional Expenses (p. 12) for review and discussion as the last piece of her Audit.  Nick Wukich reviewed the statement, identifying changes. All of the staff salaries, fringe benefits and in-directs were re-allocated to be more precise, and the Total Operating Expenses were reduced as relates to the Management General category.
Unanimous approval to accept the Audit as completed with the revised Statement of Functional Expenses.
