	Director’s Report
	Donna Calame introduced our new administrative assistant Louis Leiva to the Board. Ms. Calame announced that Board member Ruth Nunez and partner Amanda are the proud parents of a son, Gino Francisco.

Ms. Calame reminded members of the Consumer Board and Advisory Committee  Spring Conference in Sacramento, June 13-14. Since the conference conflicts with our regular GB meeting time, members agreed with Jim Illig to cancel that meeting. Also, members agreed that the May 10th meeting start at 2 p.m., so that some members can attend the SF Partnership for Community-Based Care & Support luncheon.

Deputy Director Nicholas Wukich announced his resignation to the Board. His last day will be Thursday, April 28th. Staff is considering how to proceed.

	Program Committee


	Peggy Liao reported that the Training Program had started again, with basic homecare skills classes in English and Spanish. We may hire our own trainer. Our building management has agreed to let us use the adjoining offices for training without any extra cost. By bringing the trainings in-house, we will have more control over many important aspects of the program.

Also, every 2nd and 4th Thursday of the month, we will be presenting small homecare workshops in the Conference Room on various topics, such as Elder Abuse, Disability Etiquette, Lead Poisoning Prevention, etc. Out of these workshops, we hope to create a support group for homecare workers. Luis Calderon said that the annual training report will be ready for next month’s Board meeting.


	
	Patrick Hoctel noted that the April newsletter would soon be going out to over 28,000 workers and consumers. This newsletter will be shorter (8 pgs.) than previous ones and will feature a cover story on the October 21st “Where there’s a Will, there’s a Way” Conference and 10th year celebration. The 2004 annual report has recently been completed and is at the printer. This year’s report is in newsletter format and much shorter (8 pgs.) than last time. The print run is only 700, and the copies will go to a smaller, more targeted audience.
The 10th Anniversary Celebration and Conference is set for October 21st at the Hilton San Francisco. We are hoping that any strike issues will be resolved before then, but we can cancel close to that date without incurring any liabilities if necessary. Ms. Calame reviewed the proposed schedule for the conference and updated the GB on such items as the Mayor’s participation, VIP letters and Save-the Date cards. We are meeting with event planner Judy Auda to develop a conference tasks timeline.
