	Call to Order & Roll Call
	The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m., followed by the roll call.

	
	Agenda & Minutes
Director’s Report


	The agenda was accepted as presented. The January 13th minutes were adopted.
The GB welcomed Tricia Webb back in-person to the board after a long absence due to illness. Donna Calame informed members that Program Manager Maria Á. Olivares’s father had passed away and that her husband had suffered a stroke. Ms. Olivares will be returning to the office next week as time allows.
Ms. Calame noted that the state Senate Health and Human Services Committee will be holding a hearing on March 24th focusing on the Quality Assurance Initiative and recent issues raising incidents of fraud in the IHSS program. The Senate Office on Oversight and Outcomes will be reporting on the IHSS program, the first program it will be reviewing before HHS. The Schwarzenegger administration has maintained that a high degree of fraud exists in IHSS, so it’s important that advocates be in attendance.
Ms. Calame highlighted several activities, including recent one-on-one meetings with most of the BOS (and all the new ones) and a February 2nd meeting with Deborah Trautman in Speaker Pelosi’s Washington, D.C. office. Ms. Trautman requested that Ms. Calame follow up the meeting with a memo to the Speaker about their discussion of California’s IHSS program and the unique role that the Public Authority can play as a viable model for consumer-directed independent living. Patrick Hoctel will make sure board members get a copy of the memo.
Ms. Calame noted that the SEIU trustees, through a January 27th notice from International President Andy Stern, had questioned the continued participation of Rosie Byers on our board as a representative of our home care workforce, since they have determined that under the trusteeship: “No former officer of UHW-W shall hold himself or herself out as officer or representative of UHW-W for the duration of the trusteeship.” Since nominations to our board are presented by us to the SF Board of Supervisors for formal appointment and the grounds for removal are limited, a process with the BOS must be followed to remove anyone who has specifically violated one of the enumerated grounds.  
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
