	Call to Order
	The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m. by Luis Calderon, in the absence of President Alice Wong due to illness.

	
	Agenda & Minutes
	The agenda was accepted as presented, and the July 8th minutes were adopted.

	
	Director’s Report


	Prior to the Director’s Report, Gustavo Serina commented on Kelly Dearman’s remarks at the last meeting (recorded in the minutes) about board development and the “entire board being on the same page.” He stressed that with all the various issues claiming the public’s attention and the needs and numbers of our consumers increasing, the importance of the board being able to advocate effectively for IHSS recipients, feel good about what it was doing, and convince others of the importance of our cause.
Donna Calame reported that Sergio Alunan had started August 1st at the Authority as its Policy & Program Development Director. Ms. Calame had asked Mr. Alunan to represent the Authority at the Board of Supervisors meeting, where technical amendments to the IHSS Public Authority Ordinance were proposed.  Most amendments corrected obsolete language and one concerned GB members being compensated for attending board meetings. 
Ms. Calame briefly discussed Propositions N (Real Estate Transfer Tax) & Q (Payroll Expense Tax) on the November ballot. These local propositions would generate approximately $40 million annually in much needed city revenue. Our October Vision and Voice newsletter will encourage its readers to educate themselves on ballot measures and vote.  As part of that discussion, Gustavo Serina mentioned the Affordable Housing Charter Amendment, also on the ballot, which will require revenue to accomplish its goals.   
Ms. Calame updated the board on SEIU-UHW contract negotiations. The union and its lawyers are reviewing contract language previously approved by the board. UHW’s Leon Chow does not anticipate major problems with our proposal, but may suggest rewording of some language. 
Ms. Calame reported that the California Progress Report had recently run an article by Patrick Hoctel on the huge IHSS consumer response to our April budget cuts mailer. The article (“In Their Own Words: Thousands of Life Stories from California’s Aged, Blind and Disabled on How They Would Be Devastated by Budget Cuts”) featured comments from 50 IHSS consumers on the tremendous impact the proposed cuts would have on their lives.
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
